June 17, 2009 – Cool Energy Awarded Most Promising Clean Tech Start-Up, Cool Energy, 

Inc., a Boulder-based clean energy technology company, today announced it has been 

awarded the ―Most Promising Clean Tech Start-up – Young Green Tech‖ at the Transatlantic 

Green Platform 2009, that took place this month as a part of the World Investment 

Conference in La Baule, France. 

 

June 15, 2009 - US Announces $57m in government grants for biomass energy projects. 

US Agriculture Deputy Secretary Kathleen Merrigan has announced projects funded by the 

American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) for wood-to-energy and biomass 

utilization. These 30 projects are located throughout 14 states, with funding totaling $57m - 

$49 m for wood-to-energy grants and $8m for biomass utilization. 

 

June 12, 2009 - Colorado has a large and fast-growing piece of America’s clean energy 

economy. The state had more than 17,000 jobs in the clean energy economy in 2007.
