In today’s newsletter from the Governor’s Energy Office, Tom Plant, the Director of the office announced, “We 
were gratified to hear from the U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) last week that our State Energy Plan has 
been approved.  You can read the plan we submitted on our Web site - the DOE had one change - we weren't 
allowed to have a "Debt Financing" program, but we moved that funding into "Revolving Loans" and 
increased the amount we will offer through our New Energy Economic Development (NEED) grant program. 
 
Now that we have received plan approval the DOE and they have released 50% of our funding, we will have 
Requests for Proposals (RFP) and grant applications coming out quickly.  We already posted the RFP for the 
"Access to Information" component of our plan last weekend and our first round of NEED grants should be
